The technology allows seniors who have a difficult time seeing to zoom in on specific
aspects of whatever is being shown on the screen so they can follow the action.
Additional funds from the same New Horizons Grant went to the Community Home
Assistance to Seniors (CHATS) community organization fund transportation for home-
bound seniors to the Centre to participate in the Centre’s activities.
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
